Parking for HCF Program Presentations and 
Help Desks 
 
Davis Campus 
Parking for the Activities & Recreation Center (ARC) and the 
Retiree Center requires a permit and will be first come, first 
served. If you do not already have a complimentary UC Retiree 
(RT) permit, daily permits can be purchased for $9. 

The Retiree Center is located in the Walter A. Buehler Alumni 
Center, in Suite 110.  
 
Sacramento Campus 
Parking for the Cancer Center Auditorium, 2279 45th Street, in 
a surface lot, requires a permit. UC Retiree (RT) permits are eli-
gible for first come, first served parking in any B Lot. 

Parking in any of the structures costs $2/hr. Parking in the 
structure adjacent to the main hospital is available on the lower 
level, level 1, level 2 or level 3 in the ungated area at $2/hr. 
Parking in Parking Structure #2 adjacent to the Ellison Ambula-
tory Care Building, 4860 Y Street, is allowed on the 2nd floor 
or higher. Daily parking is available in Lots 14, 16, 18, and 25, for 
$6.
